Activate 
Bluetooth on your playback device and scan for devices. Your speaker 
will show up as “i4 Play”. Press “pair” and you’re connected. The LED 
light on the speaker will change to solid blue. You’re now ready to start 
listening to music!

4. Besides Bluetooth, your UandKSound speakers have AUX inputs, 
UandKSound will automatically switch between the inputs, but you 
can also use the included remote control to select your desired input.

5. We recommend a running-in time of your UandKSound speakers of 
approximately 15-20 hours at normal listening level before you decide 
on the final positioning of the speakers.

When the UandKSound speakers receive input from any connected 
source (except Phono), they will automatically power on (if powered 
off) and switch to the right input. This is called Auto Power.
